RIG TENSION

The mast is stiffer overall, so the shroud tensions have changed. The top of the mast is a lot stiffer, so the uppers require more tension to set the head at the right depth.

The head needs to be flatter than before for the head to work, so it may take some time to get used to looking at the flatter top. 

Don’t worry about the tension of the main shrouds. 

As long as the forestay is at the right tension and the uppers and lowers have the main set up at the right depth and behaving right through the wind range then the shrouds are at the right tension.

This style of rig is probably a little more sensitive to lowers tension than the old rig, and fine tuning them will make big differences to the balance through the wind range.
